Course Description:

The Outdoor Education is a CTS student-centered program designed to enhance the participant’s learning ability, self-confidence, and self-discipline.  The O.E. course is an adventure in excellence where individuals can challenge themselves mentally, physically, socially, emotionally, and culturally.  The students will learn to utilize the outdoors as a cl

Course Objectives:

· To demonstrate the basic knowledge, skills and attitudes necessary for safe, comfortable outdoor experiences in all seasons.

· To demonstrate an awareness and respect of living things and basic ecological process

· To develop leadership and decision making skills

· To develop communication, listening and observational skills

· To maintain a functional level of physical fitness

· To develop positive personal and social behaviors and interpersonal relationships

· To learn proper nutrition and menu planning for outdoor activities

· To learn how to interact with wildlife populations in a manner safe for all involved

Course Content:
During the semester students will learn skills, knowledge, and attitudes that will prepare them for safe challenging, outdoor experiences.  We will accomplish this by a) in class work, b) excursions.

· During regular classes, students will have access to print material, and other media related to various topics.

· Students will be responsible for wearing appropriate clothing and footwear for excursions.  

· In addition, students will have the opportunity to participate in activities.  For each activity, forms will be disturbed in advance with the expectations that they are filled out properly and returned before the given deadline.  Students will not be allowed to participate in the activities without all forms being completed.  Students must have their ALBERTA HEALTH CARE NUMBER and Emergency contact filled out.  The students will be given opportunities to demonstrate their leadership skills by keeping track of important documents such as permission slips.  Students need to be organized!  Students will qualify to participate in any excursions (activities) by attending classes, behaving in a respectful manner and completing assignments.  Should I feel that a student is not meeting these criteria, and or is a safety concern to themselves or others, participation in one or all of the activities will be suspended.

Course Evaluation:

Students will be evaluated on all aspects of this course.  If a student chooses not to attend optional activities, alternate work will be given and they will remain in the school during the class time.  This is not a spare.
